Planning you Trip - Part 2- Mike Sheahan
Tennant Creek to Adelaide River

This trip takes you via the Stuart Highway to the reunion city Darwin. In the last
newsletter we left you at Tennant Creek.

Tennant Creek - For a cheap accommodation near Tennant Creek stay at Juno Out bush
Camp. The camp is 11 km east of Tennant Creek.

Fuel up at Tennant Creek as next cheapest fuel is Katherine and you will get slugged in
between.

Banka Banka Station- is about 100km North of Tennant Creek. Cheap overnight stays
if you want to miss Tennant Creek. It also has good free entertainment and cold grog.

Newcastle Waters 25km North of Elliott take the 3k trip into Newcastle Waters Free
Camp. It has a historic store and pub with a monument to the many drovers who opened
up the north. Check to see if your family name is there.

Daly Waters Pub and Caravan Park -This is a must for an overnight stay and a
memorable night. Famous for its beef and Barra BBQ. There is plenty of history in the
unique pub and surrounding area. Is also worth a visit to Stuarts Tree and the Old World
War 2 aerodrome and hanger that still has some plane wrecks lying around.

Mataranka Homestead Caravan Park 4t has the hot springs afid/e of the Never

Never” homestead. However you can stay at Elsey National Park for a nominal fee.
There is no power but good swimming, hot showers and good walks. The homestead and
hot springs are 12 miles from the campground.

Katherine - Plenty of places to visit and things to do here. The low-level caravan park is
good too. There is Katherine Gorge, hot spring walks and many other things. You
should visit the tourist centre for all information. Katherine Gorge campground is 29km
from town. Check before you drive down there though as it can get full quickly. Fuel up
at Coles or Woolworth’s as the next cheapest fuel is Darwin.

Edith Falls - Its 42 km north of Katherine and has good swimming. It's a top spot with
cheap overnight accommodation.

You can easily spend a week or more at Mataranka, Katherine and Edith Falls.
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Pine Creek- Decision time. Do you do Kakadu or Litchfield National Parks? Its best to
do one on the way up and the other on the way back.

We will go up through Litchfield and back through Kakadu, but allow at least a week
either way.

Don't forget that there are plenty of historical World War 2 sites on the way up. There
are airfields, camps, hospitals and the like so take plenty of film or memory sticks for you
digital camera.

Douglas Daly Region Fancy some Barra fishing and cherubim for dinner? Turn off
just north of Hayes Creek for about 50km into Douglas Tourist Park. Visit the hot
springs, Butterfield Gorge, Arches water hole and Fenton Airfield. This was bombed
several times by the Japanese. There are still some good wrecks around.

Adelaide River - Historic World War 2 cemetery and sites. It was bombed by the
Japanese on a few occasions, and don’t miss the cemetery. There are plenty of cheap
camps in the area.

We are going to leave you at Adelaide River ready for your trip into Litchfield and
Kakadu Nation parks in our next newsletter.
